There is use to go through the texts each partaty phe wording of the King James Authorized Vensiwhich
is used here, is dated the latest from 1833, thig atso be the year of the citation spelling.

The “fierce king” Nasser is not mentioned by naimat, his cruelty only. He ordered thousands of Nubito
resettle from the upper Nile valley. The conseqeeuicthis cruelty is the drying up of the Nile, tbeersalting
of the present water, the falling-off in fishingydathe problems of cotton cultivation, especiatly the wage-
earners. All this Isaiah has predicted about 7G0rbeChrist. The comment is not missing:

In Isaiah 19:24-25 Israel is niened, which then probably will have seen its iécation due
to Ezekiel 37 — without being dated. In 722 befoheist Asshur has led ten of the twelve tribessvéél into
captivity, which is continuing until today. It iohclear, whether the “highway” in Isaiah 19:23I\ié a railway
or a motorway. Anyway a railway is better to crasdesert, a motorway seems to be better to managess

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3. The Prophecy by Ezekiel

The text of the prophet Ezekiel is much more detbdnd more precise. It dates from the captivitthefhouse
of Judah in Babel (607 before Christ until 537 befGhrist).

The 29 chapter starts with the following words:

1. In the tenth year, in the tenth [month], in theelfth [day] of the month, the word of the LORDn&aunto me,
saying,

2. Son of man, set thy face against Pharaoh kirteggpt, and prophesy against him, and against gilf:

3. Speak, and say, Thus saith the Lord GOD; BeHdJdm] against thee, Pharaoh king of Egypt, theafr
dragon that lieth in the midst of his rivers, whicath said, My river [is] mine own, and | have mgdgfor
myself.

4. But | will put hooks in thy jaws, and | will cgauthe fish of thy rivers to stick unto thy scadex] | will bring
thee up out of the midst of thy rivers, and allfisk of thy rivers shall stick unto thy scales.

5. And | will leave thee [thrown] into the wildeiss thee and all the fish of thy rivers: thou shHallt upon the
open fields; thou shalt not be brought together, gethered: | have given thee for meat to the tseatthe field
and to the fowls of the heaven.

6. And all the inhabitants of Egypt shall know thgm] the LORD, because they have been a staféed to
the house of Israel.

Ezekiel 29:1 dates the text precisely, the yeagscaunted in the captivity of Ezekiel. The actuahd<James
Authorized Version mentions “Syene” correctly inekiel 29:10. The Hebrew word “migdol” in Ezekiel:20
has been translated to be “tower” by Luther andhieytranslators of the King James Authorized Versthis is

a very huge stronghold, namely a dam wall of 11height and more than 3 km length. The word “migdol”
itself can be wholly located in the Hebrew Bible the following positions: Exodus 14:2, Numbers 33:7
2 Samuel 22:51, Jeremiah 44:1, Jeremiah 46:14 @7k 10, Ezekiel 30:6.

Between the dam near Aswan and the border of thekbpeople today exists Nasser's lake. Due to
Ezekiel 29:11 this area will not be walked on bynam or cattle for 40 years. The flooding of Nassdake
started the latest on January"15 1971, but the full capacity of the lake wasctesd not before the year 1976.
The worldwide spreading of the Egyptians, that wake place also 40 years, is mentioned in EzQ@el2.
Between both time spaces can be a reducing timdasker's lake until to the destruction of Aswardsnd
Meanwhile this possibility is clear by an Ethiopidam at the Blue Nife which is expected to guarantee, that
the border to Sudan will no longer be reached bysHiEs lake since 2016 + 1.

This text corresponds to the end of Isaiah 19.sltwiorth to be mentioned, that Jesus Christ due to
St. Matthew 7:21 claims the title “Lord Lord” foirhself. In the historical Luther’s Bible sometimaiso “Lord,
Lord” is translated, but the writing without a middcomma prevails. In English is translated “Lor@,
which corresponds to the German notion “Herrgdttat has been fixed unto Jesus already in tiecgtury.
After the return of the Egyptians into their honmelghey will own no further leading position. AcliyaCairo is

the largest city of Africa.

The next prophecy by Ezekiel concerns a totallyed#nt time, what causes difficulties for seveiaies to
understand the statements of the prophets correctly

Tyre due to Ezekiel has been destroyed by Nebuezadn already before the"2year of Ezekiel's captivity.
Nebuchadnezzar after the destroying of Jerusalem @inquered yet Egypt, which also the prophetdiate
had announced (Jeremiah 46). Because of Isaiab-23,ITyre was rebuilt 70 years after its destructim a

neighboured island and later destroyed by AlexanikerGreat, which underlines the old quarrel betwde

sailors from Grecia and Phoenicia. Because Tyrengal to the heritage of Israel, there is yet a Berfrom

Isaiah 23,18 for this town.

Here, the stronghold “Sin”, which means “Siene”yé8e”, or “Aswan”, is mentioned in Ezekiel 30:6 and
Ezekiel 30:15. Furthermore military conflicts armaunced. Ezekiel 30:10 speaks of Nebuchadnezmaking

of Babel. Already Saddam Hussein claimed to becaessor of the same. Also the prophecies by thpheto
Habakkuk, where especially the military airplanéthe Chaldeans are mentioned, are yet to belédfil

At several positions of the text is spoken of thekeéning of the location. This always describegsagder within
the almost cloudless Egypt. The correspondingidimaentioned often enough. An atomic bomb to cthstdam
would anyway be described by the prophecy of Ete&pecially the solid cloud formation, which stawvhen
the water of the storage-lake is running over tttaa bomb rests. We can hope that a less crudldinveapon
will be used. The location to be guided most infiEgioubtlessly is the large dam of Aswan.

The attack to Egypt from the Iraq due to the follugvtext of Ezekiel 30 is not to be questioned:

Ezekiel 30:23 and Ezekiel 30:26 corresponds towbddwide spread of the Egyptians, which so far has
taken place. It cannot be excluded, that the UrBedes of America now arm Iraq for this battley-noney
from Europe? Meanwhile the Chaldeans regain inddgrese anyway.

Ezekiel 31 contains a further prophecy:

It is astonishing, that Asshur and its destructioe described so detailed in this connection. HEhetion unto
Egypt then consists in just a single question tRtiarach in Ezekiel 31:18. The destruction of SadHaissein
has already been shown to us. For the dispersidygpt is to be expected the earliest the end ®#th years
flood periode of Nasser's lake on most high legetlelay is possible after timely declining of thater level.
The destruction of Egypt will turn out at least drastically as in Asshur, whereby the Egyptiand Wwé
scattered all over the world. The Nile itself viikcome dry, which must be expected after the ava#ie dam.

The fulfillment of these statements can be imagimeath better in a time, where all humans can behezh by
the news in any speed, than in times, during whign in the little Germany a news needed weeks &pbead.

The second lamentation, that followed at that tafter two weeks, stresses the tragicalness, whicdlyswill
change the whole Islamic world:

17. It came to pass also in the twelfth year, i@ fifteenth [day] of the month, [that] the word thie LORD
came unto me, saying,

18. Son of man, wail for the multitude of Egyptd aast them down, [even] her, and the daughterthef
famous nations, unto the nether parts of the eavith them that go down into the pit.

24. There [is] Elam and all her multitude round abder grave, all of them slain, fallen by the stowhich
are gone down uncircumcised into the nether paftthe earth, which caused their terror in the laofithe
living; yet have they borne their shame with theat go down to the pit.

25. They have set her a bed in the midst of thie @lith all her multitude: her graves [are] roundaut him: all
of them uncircumcised, slain by the sword: thouwgirtterror was caused in the land of the livingt hrave they
borne their shame with them that go down to thehgitis put in the midst of [them that be] slain.

26. There [is] Meshech, Tubal, and all her multdéudher graves [are] round about him: all of them
uncircumcised, slain by the sword, though they edukeir terror in the land of the living.

27. And they shall not lie with the mighty [thathfallen of the uncircumcised, which are gone ddwihnell
with their weapons of war: and they have laid theirords under their heads, but their iniquitieslsba upon
their bones, though [they were] the terror of thiginty in the land of the living.

28. Yea, thou shalt be broken in the midst of ti@raumcised, and shalt lie with [them that aredisl with the
sword.

29. There [is] Edom, her kings, and all her princedich with their might are laid by [them that e¢islain by
the sword: they shall lie with the uncircumcisedd avith them that go down to the pit.

30. There [be] the princes of the north, all ofriheand all the Zidonians, which are gone down it slain;
with their terror they are ashamed of their mightd they lie uncircumcised with [them that be] slay the
sword, and bear their shame with them that go dtmathe pit.

31. Pharaoh shall see them, and shall be comfartet all his multitude, [even] Pharaoh and all lsigmy slain
by the sword, saith the Lord GOD.

32. For | have caused my terror in the land of liking: and he shall be laid in the midst of theciraumcised
with [them that are] slain with the sword, [evenfh&aoh and all his multitude, saith the Lord GOD.

The last verse of these prophecies is the mostriaapioone. It is impossible to disprove the propbeof the
Almighty God by experiment. Since with reason thets#ements were interpreted on Saddam Husseinyako
thought to plan a campaign into Egypt, now afterd@struction the correctness of God’s word isrdleamore.
The next ruler, who will be mighty in Iraq, agaifllwlaim to be the successor of Nebuchadnezzarfalfitl the
statements by the prophet Ezekiel and by the ptoptadakkuk. In spite of all this furtherone is wgit

6. For, lo, | raise up the Chaldeans, [that] bittend hasty nation, which shall march through thedaith of the
land, to possess the dwellingplaces [that are]theirs.

7. They [are] terrible and dreadful: their judgmegmd their dignity shall proceed of themselves.

8. Their horses also are swifter than the leoparmsd are more fierce than the evening wolves: dreirt
horsemen shall spread themselves, and their horsesnall come from far; they shall fly as the eafgleat]
hasteth to eat.

9. They shall come all for violence: their facealsbup up [as] the east wind, and they shall gatthe captivity
as the sand.

10. And they shall scoff at the kings, and theqainshall be a scorn unto them: they shall deridgryestrong
hold; for they shall heap dust, and take it.

11. Then shall [his] mind change, and he shall passr, and offend, [imputing] this his power unie od.

12. [Art] thou not from everlasting, O LORD my Gadine Holy One? we shall not die. O LORD, thou hast
ordained them for judgment; and, O mighty God, thast established them for correction.

13. [Thou art] of purer eyes than to behold evihdacanst not look on iniquity: wherefore lookestuhupon
them that deal treacherously, [and] holdest thygee when the wicked devoureth [the man that is]emor
righteous than he?

14. And makest men as the fishes of the sea, asabging things, [that have] no ruler over them?

15. They take up all of them with the angle, thegtcthem in their net, and gather them in theaglrtherefore
they rejoice and are glad.

16. Therefore they sacrifice unto their net, andnbincense unto their drag; because by them theitipn [is]
fat, and their meat plenteous.

17. Shall they therefore empty their net, and pates continually to slay the nations?

Indeed, God has established this might, but thesmlp are blinded by their own victory and theirghti
resulting from this so much, that they become tledwes independent and finally give sacrifices trtmilitary
equipment, which definitely is idolatry. Their aimto kill humans. Due to verse 6 these are thddeaas, due
to verse 8 they own airplanes, which can fly like eagles. In verse 10 huge dredgers are mentiaméch also
already Saddam Hussein used in war against Irahel21" century by such a vehicle a castle ditch can witho
problems be filled up during short time, at stravighwalls can be filled up corresponding slopesokefand
behind the wall.

The prophet Habakkuk asks God correctly, whethesetreally will remove by God's order the wickedha
world. They shall punish God's people only, withcerhoval.

The 2 chapter of the prophet Habakkuk in the old chagigsion has got 4 verses only:

1. I will stand upon my watch, and set me upontekeer, and will watch to see what he will say umte, and
what | shall answer when | am reproved.

2. And the LORD answered me, and said, Write tsiervi and make [it] plain upon tables, that he mawy that
readeth it.

3. For the vision [is] yet for an appointed timaittat the end it shall speak, and not lie: thougtairy, wait for
it; because it will surely come, it will not tarry.

4. Behold, his soul [which] is lifted up is not igirt in him: but the just shall live by his faith.

God's answer underlines, that this vision in ansecaill happen yet, but it can be delayed. Conoerrthe
destruction of Aswan's dam this means, that a gagbetween the reduction of flood level in Nasdake and
the violent destruction of the dam by the Chalddarmossible. This yields a clear relief with thganization
and financing of disaster plans for a world-widddimg of the Egyptians.

9. Woe to him that coveteth an evil covetousnesssthouse, that he may set his nest on high,Hbanay be
delivered from the power of evil!

10. Thou hast consulted shame to thy house byguwff many people, and hast sinned [against] thyl.s

11. For the stone shall cry out of the wall, and beam out of the timber shall answer it.

12. Woe to him that buildeth a town with blood, atablisheth a city by iniquity!

13. Behold, [is it] not of the LORD of hosts thhe tpeople shall labour in the very fire, and thegle shall

weary themselves for very vanity?

14. For the earth shall be filled with the knowledtf the glory of the LORD, as the waters coveistiee

15. Woe unto him that giveth his neighbour dritigt tputtest thy bottle to [him], and makest [himldken

also, that thou mayest look on their nakedness!

16. Thou art filled with shame for glory: drink thalso, and let thy foreskin be uncovered: the ofiphe

LORD'S right hand shall be turned unto thee, arahstful spewing [shall be] on thy glory.

17. For the violence of Lebanon shall cover thewl the spoil of beasts, [which] made them afraecduse of
men's blood, and for the violence of the landhefdity, and of all that dwell therein.

18. What profiteth the graven image that the makereof hath graven it; the molten image, and aiea of

lies, that the maker of his work trusteth theréinmake dumb idols?

19. Woe unto him that saith to the wood, Awakéhéodumb stone, Arise, it shall teach! Beholdisi aid over

with gold and silver, and [there is] no breath dtia the midst of it.

20. But the LORD [is] in his holy temple: let dilet earth keep silence before him.

The 4" chapter is a thanksgiving prayer of Habakkuk, beeanow he understands God's plan with this world
police:

2. O LORD, | have heard thy speech, [and] was dfr@ LORD, revive thy work in the midst of the ywean
the midst of the years make known; in wrath remenmmazcy.

3. God came from Teman, and the Holy One from mBardn. Selah. His glory covered the heavens, aed t
earth was full of his praise.

4. And [his] brightness was as the light; he hadnso[coming] out of his hand: and there [was] thiglihg of
his power.

5. Before him went the pestilence, and burningseadnt forth at his feet.

6. He stood, and measured the earth: he beheld,damde asunder the nations; and the everlasting ntains
were scattered, the perpetual hills did bow: hig/svfare] everlasting.

7. | saw the tents of Cushan in affliction: [anttcurtains of the land of Midian did tremble.

8. Was the LORD displeased against the rivers? [wWase anger against the rivers? [was] thy wratbgaanst
the sea, that thou didst ride upon thine horsesl[ahy chariots of salvation?

9. Thy bow was made quite naked, [according] todhths of the tribes, [even thy] word. Selah. Tlalst
cleave the earth with rivers.

10. The mountains saw thee, [and] they trembled:dberflowing of the water passed by: the deepadtais
voice, [and] lifted up his hands on high.

11. The sun [and] moon stood still in their hakibat at the light of thine arrows they went, [arat]the shining
of thy glittering spear.

12. Thou didst march through the land in indignatithou didst thresh the heathen in anger.

13. Thou wentest forth for the salvation of thygep[even] for salvation with thine anointed; thawwundedst
the head out of the house of the wicked, by distmythe foundation unto the neck. Selah.

14. Thou didst strike through with his staves teachof his villages: they came out as a whirlwiadstatter
me: their rejoicing [was] as to devour the poor ssty.

15. Thou didst walk through the sea with thine bsrgthrough] the heap of great waters.

16. When | heard, my belly trembled; my lips quédeat the voice: rottenness entered into my boaieg, |
trembled in myself, that | might rest in the daytrofible: when he cometh up unto the people, heinvide
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them with his troops.

17. Although the fig tree shall not blossom, neiflsball] fruit [be] in the vines; the labour of #holive shall
fail, and the fields shall yield no meat; the flstiall be cut off from the fold, and [there shal] Imo herd in the
stalls:

18. Yet | will rejoice in the LORD, | will joy imé God of my salvation.

19. The LORD God [is] my strength, and he will make feet like hinds' [feet], and he will make menealk
upon mine high places. To the chief singer on miryg&d instruments.

The prophet remembers to the whole history of Isaad understands, that God always takes caragqrdople.
He reigns not only the natural forces, but alsgalitical changes. There is gain to trust in hbacause at due
season also the prophet Habakkuk will welfare (Blat2:13).

5. Excerpt of the Speeches of Christ Jesus

Since the destruction of Aswan's dam is connectdté restoration of Israel, it makes sense to imemiso the
prophecies by Christ Jesus concerning this andnmare them with the prophets of the Holy Bible.

Christ Jesus denounces concerning the dating o&#iteration of Israel (Acts 1:6-9):

38. For as in the days that were before the flobeytwere eating and drinking, marrying and givimg
marriage, until the day that Noe entered into thie a

39. And knew not until the flood came, and tookntladl away; so shall also the coming of the Somah be.
40. Then shall two be in the field; the one shaltdken, and the other left.

41. Two [women shall be] grinding at the mill; tbee shall be taken, and the other left.

42. Watch therefore: for ye know not what hour yiooird doth come.

This means, that the restoration of the kingdoradiswith 12 tribes can be introduced by the rewfriChrist
Jesus. This possibility yields correspondence tekier 37:12-14, where a resurrection of the deadques of
Israel is mentioned:

12. Therefore prophesy and say unto them, Thuk #aét Lord GOD; Behold, O my people, | will opemryo
graves, and cause you to come up out of your graresbring you into the land of Israel.

13. And ye shall know that | [am] the LORD, whérave opened your graves, O my people, and broughtig

Due to the revelation of Jesus Christ (Revelatidr) the first resurrection of the dead persons takke place on
the occasion of the return (Revelation 19:11-16Fbfist Jesus (Revelation 20:4-5):

4. And | saw thrones, and they sat upon them, addment was given unto them: and [l saw] the sofithem
that were beheaded for the witness of Jesus, antthdoword of God, and which had not worshippedlibast,
neither his image, neither had received [his] magon their foreheads, or in their hands; and thieed and
reigned with Christ a thousand years.

5. But the rest of the dead lived not again uhil thousand years were finished. This [is] the fiesurrection.
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The restoration of the house of Israel in 12 tritseseported in Ezekiel 37:15-28 after this resctiom of the
dead persons. This passage ends with the wordRi€E3&:27-28):

27. My tabernacle also shall be with them: yeaillllve their God, and they shall be my people.
28. And the heathen shall know that | the LORD attesfy Israel, when my sanctuary shall be in thidstnof
them for evermore.

This underlines the possibility, that the kingdofrisvael will be established on occasion of theimetof Christ
Jesus out of heaven with the heaven's clouds (At6s12):

Also the prophet Zechariah reports of that (Zeetmadi4:3-9):

Verse 8 refers to the prophecy by Ezekiel, whichcdbes the brook out of the last temple (Ezekiell412),
which today does not yet exist, but surely will @m

1. Afterward he brought me again unto the doorhef house; and, behold, waters issued out from utitker
threshold of the house eastward: for the forefrohthe house [stood toward] the east, and the vgatame
down from under from the right side of the househa south [side] of the altar.

2. Then brought he me out of the way of the gatthward, and led me about the way without unto utter
gate by the way that looketh eastward; and, behblkete ran out waters on the right side.

8. Then said he unto me, These waters issue oatdative east country, and go down into the deserti go
into the sea: [which being] brought forth into thea, the waters shall be healed.

9. And it shall come to pass, [that] every thingtthveth, which moveth, whithersoever the riveralscome,
shall live: and there shall be a very great multituof fish, because these waters shall come thithethey
shall be healed; and every thing shall live whitkies river cometh.

10. And it shall come to pass, [that] the fishemalkstand upon it from En-gedi even unto En-egjdmay shall
be a [place] to spread forth nets; their fish shhlk according to their kinds, as the fish of theajrsea,
exceeding many.

11. But the miry places thereof and the marishegethf shall not be healed; they shall be giverait s

12. And by the river upon the bank thereof, on $ide and on that side, shall grow all trees foramevhose
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leaf shall not fade, neither shall the fruit thefdme consumed: it shall bring forth new fruit acdimg to his
months, because their waters they issued out ofdhetuary: and the fruit thereof shall be for meatd the
leaf thereof for medicine.

All these statements underline due to Deuteronotng3l, that the return of Christ Jesus introduces th
restoration of the kingdom Israel. Since the retifriChrist Jesus cannot be dated before by humaasagels,
the restoration of the house of Israel is alsostrae. The 40 years of highest flood level in Nasdake are the
last event, which can yet be dated definitely beefihie return of Christ Jesus, the destruction afigkss dam
will come thereafter, a precise date is not known.
